Introduction

The Keyword Research API (Application Programming Interface) provides a set of query functions to the Keyword Research 
database. The API can be integrated into custom applications or used as an alternative interface.

The API provides functions for retrieving data on single keywords, multiple keywords from a single query and account status 
checking. The queries return all data in XML format and the functions accept parameters as GET or POST values.

NOTE: All data provided should be correctly URL encoded.

For more information on how to implement the Keyword discovery API in your applications using programming languages, see actual 
PHP, Perl and C#.Net code examples.
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How to access the API

The API can be integrated into custom applications or simply used as an alternative interface.

Possible methods to access the API are:

Web browser

The API can be accessed directly via a web browser's address bar. Enter the query string URL directly into the web browser's address 
bar, and the results will be displayed in XML format in the web browser.

Microsoft Excel

If you have Microsoft Excel installed, you can access the API data directly, depending on the version of Excel.

1. Click on the File menu in Excel and select "Open". In the file field, enter the URL query string.

2. Click Open.

OR

1. Click on the Data menu, select "Import External Data", then click New Web Query.

2. In the New Web Query dialog box enter the URL query string for the Keyword discovery API.

3. Click Go.

Third party application

Users are permitted to code their own program to interface with the API.

Note that only 1 concurrent connection is permitted. Any number of connections above this limit may result in timeouts or other 
errors. If you require more connections, please contact us.
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Single query

This function works the same way as the search function on the Keyword Research website. A query string containing a search term is 
sent to the database which returns a list of search term combinations containing the original search term, along with the total number 
of searches, and the number of monthly searches. The query can be customized to return subsets of data via the parameters outlined 
below. The single query function is available at the URL:

Parameters:

Query string/search term (required) 
Parameter name: query 
Aliases: q, search
Description: The search term to perform the query on.
Example: The following query returns results for the phrase airport parking:
http://api.keyworddiscovery.com/query.php?query=airport+parking 

Phrase Match
Default: no
Values: keyword within quotation marks.
Description: Returns results in the exact order of the phrase queried. E.g. a query for "airport parking" will only return 
keywords with "airport parking" within the phrase and in that order, not "parking airport". 
Note: Each phrase query uses two API credits, as opposed to a single API credit in a standard query.
Example: The following query returns a phrase match for airport parking:

Offset and Limit

By default, 10 results are returned, starting from an offset of 0. Both offset and limit can be set.
Regardless of these settings, only the first 1000 results will be returned for any query.
For example, 
offset=0&limit=10 will return the first 10 results.
offset=10&limit=100 will return 100 results from the 11th result onwards.
offset=990&limit=100 will return only 10 results, as there are only 1000 results available.
